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-Does your national law contain any definition of "printed", "typed" or "stamped" signatures?
There are no express requirements in our national law for signatures, therefore we have no definitions for each of these types.
-How would you propose to define "printed", "typed" and "stamped" signatures?
Printed – would be a physical signature entered by hand
Typed – would be a name entered electronically into the relevant section
Stamped – would be a copy of a signature applied using a stamp
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
