2. Definitions and Descriptions
-Does your national law contain any definition of "printed", "typed" or "stamped" signatures?
No, we have no definitions. 

-How would you propose to define "printed", "typed" and "stamped" signatures?
Printed – would be a handwritten signature, scanned and pasted into a document
Typed – would be a name entered electronically into the relevant section
Stamped – would be either 1) a handwritten signature applied using a stamp or 2) a stamp containing the person’s name as well as its tax identification code (for legal persons only)

** We would like to suggest at this point that the PCT definition of what constitutes a signature encompasses what is already accepted under the PLT, the Madrid system and the Hague system. Therefore, only handwritten, printed and stamped signatures/seal would be included in the definition, leaving out typed signatures**.
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
