Industria Property Office of the Czech Republic

Evolution of registration activities:

The number of applications filed in 1999 was 763, what represents a decrease 5% in
comparison with 1998 when 803 applications were filed. The Industrid Property Office
carries out the examination of industria design gpplications.

In 1999, 963 industrid designs were registered.
The productivity of industrid design applications procedure increased, the procedure was

shortened on 6 months.

Matters concerning the generation, reproduction, and distribution of industrial design
documents and of secondary sources of industrial design information, i.e., official

gazettes

No changes in the examination procedure. The substantive examination of industrial design
goplicationsis carried out.

Indusirid design information is accessble in the reading room and in the Official Gazette.
Officid Gazette of the Industria Property Office (Vestnik UPV) is issued monthly in 300
copies, in two pats. Pat A contains inventions, utility models, indudrid designs and
topographies of semiconductor products. Part B contains trademarks and appellations of
origin.

The Officid Bulletin of the Indudrid Propety Office is issued dso on
CD-ROM. It is produced by an externd firm in law number of copies for the circle of
concrete interested peoples. The Bulletin on CD-ROM is issued monthly - as its paper
origind, but it is issued in the cumulative manner. Each new disk contains dl data from the
number 1/1996 together with data accession of last month.

There are no changes in the contents of the chapter Industrial Designs.

As from No. 1/2000, the Officid Gazette is available on the Web dte of the Indudria
Property Office as an eectronic book in the PDF format.

Since 1986 indudtrid design data elements are recorded in the computer database. The
database does not content image information. It is used, besides other, to make actua listing
of theindudtrid design regiger. Thisregiger contains lega status of indudtrid designs valid on
31.12.1992 (as from 1.1.1993 former Czechodovakia divided into the Czech Republic and
Sovak Republic) or registered in the register after this date.
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Matters concerning classifying, reclassifying and indexing of industrial design
information according to the classification systems applied:

The Czech Republic started to agpply the Locarno Classification (6™ edition) at 1.1.1995.
Before this date the nationa classfication was used, more detailed then the Locarno
Classfication. The 7" edition of the Locarno Classification is used since 1.1.1999. The new
files are created according to each new edition; the files are not reclassfied.

Search file establishment and upkeep

There are no changes concerning search file organization.

On the base of internationa exchange the Office receives indudtrial design gazettes from
following countries (internationa organizations): Germany, Audtria, USA, Sovakia, Poland,
Norway, Sweden, Russia, Spain, China, Hungary, Bulgaria, Romania, Estonia, Yugodavia,
France, Switzerland.

The Office buys the Internationa Designs Bulletin issued by the WIPO on
CD- ROM.

Gazettes are & digposd for the public and Office examinersin the reading room.

Activitiesin the field of computerized search systems for industrial designs:

There are no changes in thisfield.

In 1998 scanning of the retrogpective representation of registered industrial designs from
1995 and older was started. At the end 1999, industrial designs registered in 1989 were
scanned.

Administration of industrial design services available to the public (relating to
facilities, e.q., for lodging applications, registering designs, assisting clients with
search procedures, obtaining official publications and registry extracts):

The Indudtria Property Training Inditute carries out the educationd, promotiona and
editorid activity of the Office. The industrial design matter forms part of the two years study
and some short-term courses.

The Czech PO issues the magazine Industria Property.

The trainees received in the Czech Office in the scope of the WIPO program for developing
countries are acquainted with the industrial design matter.
